YOUR SUBMISSION/FEEDBACK
My submission is about the seal extension budget proposed in the Auckland Councils LTP and/or Auckland Transports RLTP. I oppose the budget allocation of $1 million a year for road sealing, as it is too low.  Reason: I adamantly disagree with such an inadequate amount of money being allocated because only 1 to 2 kilometres of Auckland’s 863 kilometres of unsealed roads could be sealed annually, according to Auckland Transport’s January 2014 official “Seal Extension Update” report to Auckland Council. This fails to address the serious summer dust health issues to people’s and animal’s lungs, the road safety issues for school children travelling by bus or car on slippery winter muddy roads, the ongoing driver hazard issues created for cars and heavy vehicles, or the additional costs unsealed roads cause for Aucklanders living on, transporting goods on, or any Aucklanders and visitors driving on, unsealed roads. 
Recommendation: I strongly recommend the seal extension budget be increased from $1 million a year to $10 million a year for 10 consecutive years to adequately address these health, safety and economic issues through having significantly more roads sealed than the current proposed budget is forecasting.
